Population Report for June 2016

The Warden reported 198 males and 43 females in house; 14 males out of county (6 in 
Greene and 8 in Bedford).  6 females awaiting state transport.  DA Bower said he spoke with 
the Courts and Sheriff about the transport.  It was their understanding that the State wants 
mass transport not 2-3 at a time  The Warden said he sends transports about every two 
weeks.  Commissioner Vicites said the changes in population is due to these transports and 
that something needs to be done to expedite it.  DA Bower said the Sheriff told him that he 
would contact the State.  Commissioner Zimmerlink said this issue has been brought up 
several times and if the State only wants mass transports there should be something in 
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writing between the County and State.  DA Bower said he would follow up with the Sheriff. 
Commissioner Vicites said the RFP for the prison population report should soon be out.  

DA Bower said he had to leave for Court. 

Update on Maintenance Repair

The Warden distributed the log for the last month.  Commissioner Zimmerlink suggested 
rather than using a hand written format to look into either what the building & grounds use 
(facility dude)  or put on a different program.  The Warden agreed. 

Commissioner Zimmerlink asked if there were any other repairs to add to the list since the 
March meeting between the commissioners, warden, maintenance CO and building & 
grounds and the Warden confirmed no additions. The Commissioners confirmed  that the roof 
bids were out and the Controller asked if monies were available.

The Warden said they spoke with McMillen Engineers on how to repair the door on the lower 
floor; he confirmed that the annex repairs were completed; he reported that staff was seeking 
quotes for flushless urinals which is a cost-savings.  

Commissioner Lohr asked the Warden the status on some plumbing and shower.

Old Business/New Business

Warden Miller said PrimeCare is scheduled for taking over the psychiatry services as 
scheduled on July 1st  and read an email that he received from Dave Rider of behavioral 
health.

Commissioner Zimmerlink recognized gentlemen seated for new business.  They asked for 
last name anonymity from the press etc. Neil spoke about the need for AA services for male 
inmates stating none have been held since July or August 2015.  He said the woman have 
Saturday meetings. He does not know why and he explained the benefits and success rate of 
the program.  Tom spoke about the program saying that Rev Sanders of Genesis House told 
all of them that only he decides who and what programs come into the jail.  John spoke about 
the program giving brochures and said he would be the person heading the meetings.  They 
would like to hold meetings around 6pm on either Mon, Tues, Wed or Thurs. The Warden said 
he was under the impression that AA was at the jail and he would speak with Deputy Warden 
Croftcheck.

Personnel – Hiring 2 Part time Co's

The Warden stated there are 3 slots open but at this time only ready to fill two because the 
one slot depends on the outcome of a recent arbitration hearing.  He said testing was 
completed last year with about 40 tested and interviews were conducted.  The Warden is 
recommending Veronica Hill and Brian Shoaf.
